Postage Due of the Netherlands East Indies
The First 3 Issues 1874 -1909

Introduction

The problem of what to do about letters not paying the full correct fee had existed since the creation
of regular postal systems. The problem of underpaid foreign mail was one of the issues addressed
by the 1874 establishment of the Universal Postal Union. The U.P.U. arrived at the decision that
mail with insufficient postage should be marked with a "T" and from April 1, 1879 the amount
missing would also be indicated in black. Later more countries started to use handstamps to
indicate the amount due. Later the combination of handstamps with both the "T" and the amount
missing came into use. From October 1, 1907 the rules were changed. The amount due would be
charged instead of the amount missing would be indicated. The amount charged was usually double
the amount that was missing.

The problem was solved by France in 1859, with the issuance of official postage due stamps,
affixed at the delivery office before being taken out to the recipients. Many other countries
followed suit. Since postage due stamps are almost always used only within a single country, they
are usually quite simple in design, mostly consisting of a large numeral, and an inscription saying
“postage due", "porto", etc.; often there is no country name. As with definitive stamps, a variety of
values are needed to make up specific amounts,

The Netherlands issued the first postage due in 1870, followed by the overseas territories (colony) :
the Netherlands East Indies in 1874, Suriname in 1886 and Curacao in 1889. All postage due from
the Netherlands and the colonies have the same design, only different in basic color except of the
Netherlands and Netherlands East Indies first issue postage due series. The Netherlands have blue
basic color, the Netherlands East Indies red basic color, Suriname lilac basic color and Curacao
green basic color.

Scope of the exhibit

This exhibit study of the first 3 issues Netherlands East Indies Postage Due. There is no drawing or
artwork available, so the study focus on color trial, specimen, variation of type design, plate fault,
perforation and also the usage of postage due in many forms. This exhibit shows the most
comprehensive study of the first 3 issues Netherlands East Indies Postage Due ever made in the
exhibit forms.

The Netherlands Indies, a large and prosperous Dutch Colony, capitulated to Imperial Japan on
March 7 1942. In order to exploit the resources and defend the archipelago (about the size of
Europe) against the allies counter offensive, the western part (islands of Java and Sumatra) came
under Army control and the rest (Borneo, Celebes, Lesser Sunda islands, Moluccas and New
Guinea) were under the Navy. Initially the Postal services utilized the pre-war postal system, but
as it was controlled by different authorities which has its own tasks and limitations in war time
condition resulted in a “organized chaos” due to different policies in what was previously a
unified colonial postal system. Considering the extent of the area, condition and period of
occupation has resulted in unique part philately. Through the Study of post mark and
cancellations in three and a half years of occupation period, a very interesting picture of

1.1 THE CALENDAR SYSTEM

The Showa Calendar and Sumera Cal

i Two different Japanese Calendars were used during the
occupation, the Showa and Sumera, to replace the Christian or
Gregorian calendar. Showa dates are written year - month -date
following the reign of Emperor Hirohito who ascended to the
throne in 1925. It was used in Sumatra and the Great East. The
Sumera dates follow the sequence day - month - year. It was
based on the founding of the Imperial dynasty in 660 BC. It is used
in Java, Sumatera and the Great East areas. In postmarks based
on the Sumera calendar, the first two or three digits in the year
were often omitted. In the Sumera system, the date is usually
indicated as day / month / year.

For example, March 8, 1942 would be shown as 8.3.02. or 8.3.2.

1920- 1942

Occupying a territory having three time zones and with the mother country half a world apart, the Netherlands East
Indies welcomed the development of the airplane as a vehicle for fast communications. As soon as World War 1
ended, planes were made for airmail services between Netherlands and Netherlands East Indies as well for domestic
air communication. The response of the public was overwhelming. The volume of mail carried grows steadily. The
more advanced the airplanes became, the higher frequency of the flights was made and the faster mail was
delivered, shrinking the world smaller and smaller. From 1937 onwards all letters to Netherlands (read Europe) were
carried by air, unless otherwise Indicated. An ordinary letter could arrive in Netherlands from Netherlands Indies in
less than half time of ten years ago (1927), and that a fraction of the valid postage. The comment of the public was
“What seemed impossible yesterday is a fact today".

From Rocket Mail to Space Mail

Between the two world wars, enthusiastic young men launched rockets containing mail.
Their goal was not only rocket mail, but also to initiating space travel. In 1928 Austrian
Friedrich Schmied! shot missives with pre-trial rockets. In 1931 real rocket mail foliowed.
On 15.04.1931 Reinhard Tilling shot postcards with his rocket glider near Osnabruck.
In June 1931 William Swan ignited a pair of rockets on his glider in Atlantic City, NJ.

A month later a model airplane was equipped with two rockets in Struthers, Ohio.

In May 1932 Franz Kareis ignited first liquid fuelled mail rocket K 7 in Wien, Austria.

In 1936 mail was shot from McAllen, Texas in USA to Rey T: lipas in Mexi
On 15.10.1939 the first postage stamps for rocket mail were issued in Havana, Cuba,

After German A-4 war rockets shot from Peenemunde reached space, rocket mail
flights not leaving the earth’s gravitational field could not significantly contribute to
rocketry and space research. Thus pioneer rocket mail ends with the end of world war.

On 04.10.1957 the Soviet Union shot the very first satellite Sputnik into earth orbit.
Russian Yuri Gagarin was the first human to reach space with Vostok-1 on 12.04,1861.
NASA astronauts Borman, Lovell and Anders circled our Moon on Apollo 8 in 1968.

On 12.11.1960 US spy satellite Discoverer-17 carried letters addressed to dignitaries.
The first opportunity of real space mail was in January 1969, when Soyuz 4 and 5
docked. Cosmonaut Yevgeni Khrunov delivered two letters to Viadimir Shatalov.
Astronauts took covers around the Moon with Apollo 11, 13 and 15 and te lunar surface
with Apollo 14, 15 and 16. Neil Armsirong took a postmark to the Moon, Dave Scott two.

Regular space mail began when the first visiting crew arrived at Salyut-6 station in 1978,
In March 1978 Alexej Gubarev and the Czech Viadimir Remek delivered postmarks.
Georgi Grechko was appointed first p in orbit. E: ive mailings went on

in Salyut-7, Mir and ISS. A permanent post office was installed on board Mir in 1988,

US Space Shuttles Di: y, Atlantis und End ur docked with Mir and later ISS.
Most of these flights delivered mail for c its on board the station or back to
earth, respectively. The ion of the Ir ional Space Station began in 1688.

ISS has been constantly manned since 2.11.2000. In 2008 the Russian segment of the
1SS ived a post Special Russian p rks were issued for anniversaries like

55 years Sputnik, 15 years 1SS modul Sarya launch and 40 years Soyuz Apollo docking.

China sent covers with recoverable satellites and all unmanned and manned Shenzhou
flights and Tiangong-1 space station, Covers surrounded the Meon with Chang'e 5-T1.

Most of the covers shown are flown; many contain letters handwritten by cosmonauts.

From biological classification point, felidac is the family of carnivora order of mammalia class.
All cats (Big and small) are generally solitary, stealthy and nocturnal. They are model hunters with
lightening reflexes. The Big Cat is at the head of the food chain.

Maximum cards of different species of Felidae family are displayed in two groups, the Big
Cats and the Small Cats, There are about 41 species of Cat family, seven of the Big Cats and the rest
of Small Cats. Maximum cards of all big cat species, including some of their important subspecies and
maximum cards of some small wild cats and a few of their subspecies are displayed.

All maximum cards displayed are as per FIP regulation.
